Doncaster Rovers played their first 
game against Rawmarsh on 
October 3 1879.

In 1885/86 they moved to their first 
ground and changed the team 
colours from blue to red.

Rovers first ever league game was 
played at the Belle Vue in 1923 and 
remained their home until the 
move to the Eco-Power Stadium in 
2007.

Since moving to the Eco-Power 
Stadium, Rovers  experienced a 
relative period of success with the 
team playing in the Champinship 
for the first time since the 1950’s.

The club has gone from strength to 
strength off the field having 
achieved the Football League 
Family Excellence Award for ten 
years running.

TRAVELLING BY CAR
From the A1(M) join the M18
