The Club Doncaster weekly Sunday Car Boot / Market operates at the 
Eco-Power Stadium, Stadium Way, Doncaster DN4 5JW.

Traders can arrive from 5:30am onwards. No pre-booking is required, simply 
form a queue at the entrance to car park 2 along stadium way and the Car Boot / 
Market staff will take your payment and direct you to where you can park and 
trade. 

Trading policies
The club require that all traders (Including car booters), abide by the following 
trading policies:

• no sale of copied / counterfeit CDs or DVDs;
• no sale of tobacco of any description;
• no sale of counterfeit goods of any description;
• no sale of alcohol
• no sale of weapons

Persons found selling any of the above are liable to be asked to leave the market.

Car parking for visitors is charged at £2 per car in either Car Park 3 or 
Car Park 1.  Disabled Visitors can ask at Car Park 2 about availability of 
parking on the inner ring also charged at £2 per car.

Facilities
Toilets including disabled are available on the South concourse of the Stadium.

Kiwi Café is open for refreshments and a sit down on the West side of the 
Stadium.
